Excitement is growing from coast to coast as the National Parks Quarters are released.
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 (CITY), (STATE), April 14, 2010 – The second coin to be released under the United States Mint’s America the Beautiful Quarters ProgramTM is the Wyoming 2010 Yellowstone National Park Quarter. The 2.2 million acre facility has the distinction of being the first national park ever created by a government. America the Beautiful Quarters program is a ten-year celebration of 56 national parks, one quarter design for a national park or site in every state. The Yellowstone quarters release June 1, 2010 and are available through [Institution Name] for sale to the public through Coins of America’s National Parks Quarter Collection.

Only two U.S. locations produce coins for circulation.  The national park collections are the single product offered outside of specialty coin stores that will include an uncirculated coin from each of the two mints, a ‘D’ series from the Denver Mint, and a ‘P’ series from the Philadelphia Mint. Presented in a full-color, tri-fold display measuring 5” x 15”, the Hot Springs quarters are held in place by a custom plastic enclosure which protects their brilliant finish.  Included on the tri-fold are facts about the quarters, including the history of Yellowstone National Park, its culture, and information on the design of the quarters themselves.

Designed to reinvigorate interest in our national parks, forests, fish and wildlife refuges, and other national sites, as well as to educate the public about their importance to us and our history, these new quarters honor some of our most revered, treasured and beautiful national sites – majestic and historic places located thought the United Sates and its territories that truly make us ‘America the Beautiful’.  New designs on the reverse (tails side) of the United States Mint America the Beautiful Quarters will issue five times each year, with the final (56th) coin in the series being released in 2021.  The Yellowstone quarter design is an iconic scene featuring a bison and Old Faithful. The coins’ obverse (heads side) will feature a restored version of the familiar 1932 portrait of George Washington, including subtle details and the beauty of the original model.

Site selection was made by Secretary of the Treasury, Timothy Geithner, with the assistance of state executives and Secretary of the Interior, Kenneth Salazar, in accordance with authorizing legislation and the site selection process.  Additional 2010 releases will include Hot Springs National Park in Arkansas, the Yosemite National Park in California, the Grand Canyon National Park in Arizona and Mount Hood National Forest in Oregon.
